C O U R S E D E S C R I P T I O N
At the start of a project, it is common practice to think about the 
area of the overall building footprint or the overall massing of a 
building. Autodesk Revit gives users access to powerful BIM 
Modelling tools, for the creating and editing of mass elements that 
can be formed into multiple shapes. These masses can then be 
developed into building elements such as walls, roofs and floors to 
quickly turn a conceptual shape into a developed 3D model of the 
building. This course enables users who are used to using Autodesk 
Revit to design their buildings, to expand their knowledge to the 
toolsets used for Conceptual Design, including massing studies, 
space planning, visualisation and rendering.
